 INI Project announces an open call for 
applications for a three-month residency at 
INI Project/PROSTOR for July-September 
2024. The call is open to all artists, curators, 
filmmakers, environmentalists, activists, 
writers, lawyers, designers, theorists, artist 
duos or groups, regardless of age, focus or 
educational background. The call is open to 
anyone who is interested in participating 
in INI Space’s program and needs time and 
space to work that can develop or jumpstart 
other creative processes. 
 The residency will take place as part 
of a year-long series of four thematically 

linked blocks entitled Erosion of Bodies, the 
focus of which is an exploration of the possi-
bilities of living in a world in which the illusion 
of well-being until recently taken for grant-
ed is inexorably crumbling. The programme 
considers how our basic needs are met at 
the level of the individual and collective bod-
ies that we are. We are looking for projects 
that seek to open up ways of understanding 
interdependencies, rethink geological or bio-
chemical boundaries in trans-bodily regimes, 
or otherwise seek reciprocity and solidarity 
across ecosystems, layers of time, national 
borders, or other political-economic crises.
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
